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At Risk: 20th-Century New Orleans Urban Design and Architecture
New Orleans’ 18th- and 19th-century architecture is celebrated worldwide for its unique charm and innovation. An often neglected, but equally important, aspect of this legacy are the buildings designed and constructed in the 20th-century.

On Thurs. Feb. 7, a diverse group of journalists, critics, architects and a former senior public official of New York City will discuss and debate the subject and issues associated with urban design and the architecture of private buildings and public facilities in New Orleans constructed from the mid-1930s to the mid-1980s. Many of the buildings of this period are either being demolished or are proposed for demolition, a loss of a half-century of local history and culture.
