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Architect Arthur Davis named recipient of 2008 Opus Award 
The Ogden Museum of Southern Art is pleased to announce the selection of architect Arthur Q. Davis as the recipient of its 2008 Opus Award. The award will be given to Davis at the Ogden’s “O What A Night” gala on Saturday, October 18, 2008.

Throughout his long and prolific career as an architect, Davis has been a pioneer in the fields of modern architecture and design in New Orleans and the Gulf Coast, building an international reputation while remaining rooted in the culture of his native city. 

Born in New Orleans on March 30, 1920, Davis studied architecture at Tulane University, served in the U.S. Navy during World War II, and then advanced his architectural studies at Harvard University under noted masters Walter Gropius and Marcel Breuer before working with Eero Saarinen. As a partner in firms including Curtis and Davis, and more recently Arthur Q. Davis FAIA and Partners, notable projects have included the Louisiana Superdome, the New Orleans Arena, the Rivergate Convention Center, the Omni Royal Orleans and Royal Sonesta hotels, the United States Embassy in Saigon, the Free University of Berlin Medical Center, the Keifer New Orleans Lakefront Arena at UNO and a New Town in Kuala Kencana, Indonesia. Ogden Museum Director J. Richard Gruber is currently working on a major new book about Davis’ career that will accompany a 2009 retrospective exhibition at the museum.
Through the years, Davis and his wife, Mary Henriette Wineman Davis, have both been very active in the community, supporting the efforts of the New Orleans Museum of Art, National World War II Museum, Jazz and Heritage Foundation, Louisiana State Museum, as well as the Ogden. The couple met when he attended Tulane University and Mary—a native of Detroit, Michigan—attended Newcomb College, where she came to have “a Southern experience.”
The Opus Award, founded in 2007, is given each year to a member of the arts community whose life’s work constitutes a major contribution to the cultural landscape. The inaugural award was presented to Art Neville, a keyboardist who is the eldest Neville Brother and a founding member of the Meters, and later, the Funky Meters.
