Creede Williams’ music has folk, country, rock, and pop influences.  After being discovered at an open mic by a local promoter in Los Angeles, he used songs he had written while on a road trip to release his debut album Something Borrowed in 2005.  Since then, Williams has booked gigs throughout the country and is currently working on a new album.  An insightful songwriter, he hopes to eventually write the kinds of songs that would be a good fit for his ideal road trip mix.

Alex Woodard’s music is a cross between country, rock, and Americana.  He first began performing in Seattle with a band he formed with some coworkers.  He went on to release a couple of independent albums, but it was his release of Mile High in 2004 that earned him spots on several “best of” lists.  In 2006, he produced Up With the Sun and was recognized as Singer/Songwriter of the Year at the LA Music Awards.
