Fall and Winter 2008 focuses on homegrown talent  

October marks the beginning of four months that the Ogden Museum of Southern Art will be showcasing Louisiana artists whose works include paintings, sculpture, photography and multi-media pieces. “The Ogden Museum of Southern Art is pleased to be featuring exhibitions of artists from Louisiana, as well as other artists from the South,” says Ogden Director J. The Who’s Who
Douglas Bourgeois: Part of the Louisiana Masters series, Bourgeois’ Magical Realist paintings are about icons of popular culture, as well as imaginative fantasy. Bourgeois is from St. Amant. 


Margaret Evangeline: “Silver Bullets and Holy Water: Paintings by Margaret Evangeline” features conceptual paintings and multi-media installations by this Baton Rouge native.

Martin Payton: Part of the Ogden’s Louisiana Masters series, this New Orleanian’s welded steel sculptures invoke imagery of industry tempered by form.


Lisa Silvestri: “Lisa Silvestri: The New Orleans Portrait Project – The John McDonogh Series” includes evocative black and white photographs of students from the John McDonogh High School in New Orleans. Silvestri is from New Orleans.


YA/YA: “YA/YA and New Orleans: 20 Years” showcases the paintings, mixed media and other items created by the young talents who were part of YA/YA (Young Aspirations/Young Artists).

Southern Artists on View

The Ogden also has exhibitions of work by noted Southern artists, such as:

Benny Andrews and George Andrews: Benny Andrews and his father George Andrews were born in Georgia. Both took very different artistic paths: self-taught artist George Andrews is known as “The Dot Man” due to his exuberant decorative dots and patterns used in his paintings and multi-media work. Benny Andrews’ narrative paintings and works in diverse media address social issues.

Sally Mann: From Virginia, this renowned photographer’s exhibition, “Sally Mann: What Remains” features haunting images from her book and project, “What Remains,” a five-part meditation on mortality.
