He then moved to Centreville, Mississippi, where he started his band that he currently performs with in Louisiana and Mississippi.  They continue to play funky grooves such as “Don’t Cry No More,” “Rock Me Baby,” “Hole In the Wall,” and “Atomic Dog.”
