Literary figures flock to the Ogden Museum of Southern Art to promote their latest offerings during Ogden After Hours and “The Art of Giving”

During the month of December, the Ogden Museum of Southern Art will be hosting booksignings during two of its weekly Ogden After Hours (on Thursdays), and at “The Art of Giving,” a museum-members only event on Friday, Dec. 5. 

In addition to encompassing the Ogden’s mission of showcasing the “story of the South,” the booksignings focus on local books and authors: “You Are Where You Eat,” by Elsa Hahne, is both a cookbook and a cultural exploration into the multi-cultural culinary traditions of New Orleans; “Destrehan: The Man, The House, The Legacy,” by Eugene Cizek, John J. Lawrence and Richard Sexton, recounts the history of one of Louisiana’s oldest plantations through words and beautiful photographs; and “Signs of New Orleans,” by Tom Varisco, celebrates the creativity and originality of early handmade signs found throughout the city.
