        Julia Reed, born in Greenville, Miss., lives in New Orleans and is a contributing editor to Newsweek and Vogue. She also writes for the New York Times and appears frequently on CNN and MSNBC. Random House published her first collection of work, “Queen of the Turtle Derby and Other Southern Phenomena” in 2004. This summer marks a very important point in her career as she has two books about to be released. “The House on First Street: My New Orleans Story” (Harper Collins/Ecco Press 2008) will come out in late June. Additionally, a collection of her food pieces originally written for the New York Times Magazine, “Ham Biscuits, Hostess Gowns, and Other Southern Delicacies: An Entertaining Life (With Recipes)” is being published in July by St. Martin's Press.  
        Brad Watson, born in Meridian, Miss., is currently teaching at the University of Wyoming. Watson is a National Endowment for the Arts Fellow and former professor at the University of Alabama, the University of Mississippi and Harvard University. He is the author of “Last Days of the Dog-Men” (W.W. Norton, 1996), which received the Sue Kaufman Prize for First Fiction from the American Academy of Arts and Letters, as well as the Great Lakes Colleges New Writers Award. “The Heaven of Mercury” (W.W. Norton, 2002) received the Southern Book Critics Circle Award, the Mississippi Institute of Arts and Letters Award, and was a finalist for the 2002 National Book Award in Fiction. He is currently working on a new collection of stories due to be published by W.W. Norton in 2009.
