The online museum store at the Ogden Museum of Southern Art (www.ogdenmuseum.org) offers items with both a sense of place and style. The site features original, high-quality works of art and craft, as well as other items. (Ogden museum members receive a 10 percent discount on all purchases). The artists—from the 13 Southern states and Washington, D.C.—have been selected to reflect the sensibility and diversity of the art and craft of the Southeast.
“While many of these artists reflect a strong sense of place, they all show a sensitive use of materials, combined with a sure sense of craft and form,” says Jan Katz, Curator of the Ogden’s Center for Southern Craft and Design.

Categories include clothing/apparel, jewelry, wood, pottery/ceramics, books, art glass, posters and multimedia. Examples from the Ogden’s online store include:

1. Gogo Borgerding’s Pop-influenced bracelets combining metals, color and pattern in simple forms. (From $230)

2. North Carolina ceramicist Gay Smith’s flower baskets with long arching handles are a perfect container for a garden’s fresh flowers or a display of greenery. (From $135)

3. “Missing New Orleans” by Phillip Collier, chronicles the city’s architectural gems, but is also a love note to what still endures. ($39.95)

4. North Carolina-based George Peterson’s ebonized bowls and sculptural pieces are attractive and functional.  (From $300)

5. “Sense of Placemats” offers a set of four placemats printed with images by artists Ida Kohlmeyer, Elemore Morgan Jr., Alexander John Drysdale and Vincencia Blount ($15).
