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The Art of Southern Film:

DELIVERING: DELIVERANCE with Maedgen/Gillet

The Ogden Museum of Southern Art’s The Art of Southern Film: Established Masters and Emerging Makers presents “Delivering: Deliverance,” a one-night only screening—with live musical accompaniment by Maedgen/Gillet—of Deliverance, John Boorman’s mythic 1972 film adaptation of James Dickey’s tale of rage, redemption and the River. The screening and performance will take place in the museum’s Patrick F. Taylor Library.

Produced by Madeleine Molyneaux, The Art of Southern Film: Established Masters and Emerging Makers series at the Ogden showcases established and emerging auteurs whose films and videos present unique visions and versions of the people and places, memories and histories of the American South.

For the second installment (the first featured the movie Johnny Cash’s America), the series has commissioned an original score composed and to be performed live by Maedgen/Gillet, the duo of local multi-instrumentalists Clint Maedgen and Helen Gillet. The performance promises to be, in Gillet's words “a striking blend of improvisation and composition.”

Composer and performer Maedgen, who is also an accomplished photographer and visual artist, describes the Ogden commissioned performance as “one of the most challenging artistic endeavors that I've ever taken on. The film Deliverance, which I consider a masterpiece, had a very strong impact on me as a young child,” he says. “I'm looking at this adventure as a healing process of sorts and am excited to re-score the water sequences, which are imbued with such power and such grace.” 

For Gillet, a classically trained cellist with strong experimental roots, “Deliverance brings up emotions of my childhood ... We lived in Singapore for nine years as an expatriate family and summers spent in the Belgian farm town were always an exhilarating mix of cultures coming together ... I think the most striking thing [about this movie's lasting impact] are the amazing emotions it conjures for anybody that has dealt with extreme culture shock,” says Gillet. “Middle-class America has had a track record of choosing to ‘paddle’ through life without understanding the cultural differences within its own borders. Times are changing and I think it is a great time to revisit this movie in New Orleans.”
