Kate Beck is a New Orleans-based artist who works in the traditional Japanese method of arashi shibori, combined with resist dyeing, hand baiting, and block processes involving layering of color, pattern and texture. Her scarves and wraps are both wearable and art. 


On Oct. 3, 1 p.m. – 4 p.m., the museum’s Center for Southern Craft and Design will have a workshop featuring Beck: “Reinvent Your Old Textiles: ReNew ReUse,” in which Beck will show participants how to recycle old textiles into something new and fabulous.
