As the Museum celebrates its 10th Anniversary!

Be a participant and an aficionado of the arts while celebrating the Ogden Museum of Southern Art’s 10th anniversary! The Museum opened its doors in a transitional gallery on Julia Street on Art for Arts’ Sake, 1999, and since then, it has organized innovative exhibitions and programming. Located now in Stephen Goldring Hall at 925 Camp St., which opened Aug. 23, 2003, the Museum is a center for Southern art and culture. With this in mind, the Museum is offering special programming this fall featuring painting, fiber arts, film and literature.

PAINTING 101 with artist Anastasia Pelias
Sept.  15, 2009 – Oct. 20, 2009 (Six weeks)  Every Tuesday from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m.

Study and learn basic painting materials and techniques in a museum setting. Artist Anastasia Pelias (www.anastasiapelias.com) will provide individual instruction as she leads an investigation of the dynamics of color, line, scale, and space. This six-week course is designed for novices, but anyone wanting a refresher is welcome.

A one-night only screening—with live musical accompaniment—of “Deliverance,” John Boorman’s mythic 1972 film adaptation of James Dickey’s tale of rage, redemption and the River. The Ogden Museum has commissioned an original score composed and to be performed by Clint Maedgen (New Orleans Bingo! Show, Preservation Hall Jazz Band) and Helen Gillet. This is the second in this series produced by Madeleine Molyneaux.

Students will learn her techniques and methods of application (including glue, staples, hand-sewn and machine stitches—sewing machines are optional), as well as be exposed to color theory and design. Students of all skill levels and experience are welcome.

The Ogden Museum of Southern Art/University of New Orleans is home to the largest and most comprehensive collection of Southern art in the world. The museum includes Stephen Goldring Hall, which opened in 2003, and two buildings under construction and renovation: the Clementine Hunter Education Wing and the Patrick F.
