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Jessica Lange at the Ogden

Award-winning actress and photographer to discuss life in front of and behind the camera

Coming off an exciting win at the recent Emmys for her portrayal of “Big” Edith Bouvier Beale in the TV movie “Grey Gardens,” Jessica Lange will speak at the Ogden Museum of Southern Art on Sun. Oct. 4. 


Lange’s acting career has spanned more than 30 years—she has been nominated for six Academy Awards, winning two Oscars; nominated for 10 Golden Globes, winning four; and has been nominated and won numerous other awards of stage and screen. Lange has been in such movies such as “Frances” (1982); “Tootsie” (1982); “Country” (1984), and “Blue Sky” (1994); as well as on TV in “Cat on a Hot Tin Roof”, and most recently “Grey Gardens.” On stage she has performed in “Long Day’s Journey into Night” and “The Glass Menagerie.”


Lange is also an accomplished photographer. In 1967, she won a scholarship to study photography at the University of Minnesota. She left school and traveled to Paris during her first semester, and during this period she spent time with Robert Frank, Danny Lyons and other artists. She didn’t pick up photography again until the early 1990s.


For this Artist Discussion with Jessica Lange, she will do a PowerPoint presentation of her photography, discussing her motivation to photograph. Following will be a conversation about what it is like to be in front and behind the camera. A Gallery for Fine Photography owner Joshua Mann Pailet will also be on the panel and Ogden Museum Chief Curator David Houston will be the moderator.
