A native of New Orleans, Graham says, “Growing up in New Orleans, my jewelry was born out of the artistic influences and broad cultural mix of this eccentric city.” Crop circles, as a source of inspiration, attracted Graham because she thinks there is a supernatural parallel between the appearance of these circles and the shadowy and haunted nature of New Orleans. Bracelets, necklaces and earrings based on these circles are made out of sterling silver and 24-kt. gold plate.
