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Ogden After Hours:

Six years of Southern music presented by the Ogden Museum of Southern Art

Since Oct. 7, 2003, the Ogden Museum of Southern Art has been the place to go on Thursday nights to hear Southern music—blues, jazz (contemporary and traditional), R&B, country, folk, rockabilly, Cajun, bluegrass, Swamp pop and rock n’roll. So why is Ogden After Hours so special?

• The Musicians: Ogden After Hours is now a must-play spot for Southern musicians who want to showcase new work or want to break into the New Orleans market. Collaborations with the Ponderosa Stomp Foundation (a group that “celebrates the unsung heroes of American music”), Louisiana Crossroads and other music promoters have enhanced this line up. Performers include Ellis Marsalis, Jon Mooney, James Andrews, Jeremy Davenport, Mary Gauthier, Judith Owen, to name just a few of the musicians who have played at the Museum.

• Interviews with Musicians: A unique facet of Ogden After Hours are the interviews with each of the musicians, moderated by local music writers. These interviews, which are also recorded for the Museum’s archives, provide insight into the creative process, and sometime reveal some surprising stories.

• Ogden After Hours shows are for all ages, making it perfect for a family outing. There is a kid’s art activity table, with each week featuring a different art and craft project that relates to the museum’s collection or an exhibition.
• Art, Literature and Craft: During performances, visitors can walk through the galleries, with the music adding another element to museum experience. In the Museum’s Center for Southern Craft and Design, there are scheduled trunk shows and booksignings, making this truly a multi-layered event.

• Lagniappe: The O Bar is a full bar that has a different specialty cocktail each month.

“Ogden After Hours allows you to enjoy the music and get to know the artists as people,” says Libra LaGrone, the Museum’s Curator of Music. “The audience becomes an important as the performers, just as the artist is as important to the audience.” 

So, come by Ogden After Hours on Thursday, 6 p.m.-8 p.m. Museum members free; $10 general admission. (Booksignings and trunk shows—only—are free.)
