* Opus Award: R. Philip Hanes (Winston-Salem, N.C.)

The Opus Award, founded in 2007, is given each year to a member of the arts community whose life’s work constitutes a major contribution to the cultural landscape of the South. 

A Chairman Emeritus of the Hanes Companies, R. Philip Hanes was among those who helped launch the American arts council movement in the 1950s, including the one in New Orleans. He was appointed by President Lyndon Johnson to the founding board of the National Endowment for the Arts and by President Gerald Ford to the board of the Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts—representing the South on these boards, as well as many other national cultural boards. President George Bush presented him with the National Medal of Arts. He was a founder of the Southeastern Center for Contemporary Art (Winston-Salem, N.C) and the North Carolina Governor’s Art School. Hanes is also known for supporting environmental causes. He is a native of Winston-Salem, N.C., and still resides there, contributing to the city’s art and cultural scene. Hanes and his wife, Charlotte, have assembled a large private collection of American paintings, as well as being collectors of contemporary Southern craft art.

The award will be uniquely designed by New Orleans jeweler, Mignon Faget.
